International Lecture Seties 11 an Development
Issues: India and PBrazil

Department of Economics and Kasak, B.A. (Prog.) society of Mata Sundri College for
Women, organized International Lecture Series II on Development Issues: India and Brazil
on 22" October, 2019, Tuesday in Mata Gujri Hall at 12:30p.m. Sir Elias A. Santos,
Minister-Counsellor, Economic and Trade Affairs, Embassy of Brazil was the speaker.

He told how certain ideas and theories translated into
economic policies, particularly how cosmopolitan developmentalism prevailed in policy
making. He discussed Brazil's economic strategies. He gave an overview of economic
policies that have been followed by Brazil.
