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PREAMBLE:

Ministry of Human Resource Development (HRD), Govt. of India, has already initiated the process for
developing New Education Policy (NEP) in our country to bring out reforms in Indian education
system. University Grants Commission (UGC) participates more actively in developing National
Education Policy, its execution and promotion of higher education in our country. The UGC has
already initiated several steps to bring equity, efficiency and academic excellence in National Higher
Education System. The important ones include innovation and improvement in course- curricula,
introduction of paradigm shift in learning and teaching pedagogy, examination and education system.

The education plays enormously significant role in building of a nation. There are quite a large number
of educational institutions, engaged in imparting education in our country. Majority of them have
entered recently into semester system to match with international educational pattern. However, our
present education system produces young minds lacking knowledge, confidence, values and skills. It
could be because of complete lack of relationship between education, employment and skill
development in conventional education system. The present alarming situation necessitates
transformation and/or redesigning of education system, not only by introducing innovations but
developing “learner-centric approach in the entire education delivery mechanism and globally
followed evaluation system as well.

Majority of Indian higher education institutions have been following marks or percentage based
evaluation system, which obstructs the flexibility for the students to study the subjects/courses of their
choice and their mobility to different institutions. There is need to allow the flexibility in education
system, so that students depending upon their interests and aims can choose inter-disciplinary, intra-
disciplinary and skill-based courses. This can only be possible when choice based credit system
(CBCS), an internationally acknowledged system, is adopted. The choice based credit system not only
offers opportunities and avenues to learn core subjects but also exploring additional avenues of
learning beyond the core subjects for holistic development of an individual. The CBCS will
undoubtedly facilitate us bench mark our courses with best international academic practices. The
CBCS has more advantages than disadvantages.

ADVANTAGES OF THE CHOICE BASED CREDIT SYSTEM:

e Shift in focus from the teacher-centric to student-centric education.

e Student may undertake as many credits as they can cope with (without repeating all courses in a
given semester if they fail in one/more courses).

e (CBCS allows students to choose inter-disciplinary, intra-disciplinary courses, skill oriented papers
(even from other disciplines according to their learning needs, interests and aptitude) and more
flexibility for students).

e (CBCS makes education broad-based and at par with global standards. One can take credits by
combining unique combinations. For example, Physics with Economics, Microbiology with
Chemistry or Environment Science etc.

e CBCS offers flexibility for students to study at different times and at different institutions to
complete one course (ease mobility of students). Credits earned at one institution can be
transferred.

DISADVANTAGES:

e Difficult to estimate the exact marks
e Workload of teachers may fluctuate
e Demand good infrastructure for dissemination of education
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INTRODUCTION

In order to foster higher education in India, the syllabus of B.A.(Hons.) in Punjabi is being designed
with the aim of improving the quality of higher education. The syllabus of B.A.(Hons.) in Punjabi
enables effective participation of adults in knowledge production and participation in the knowledge
economy, improving national competitiveness in a globalized world and for equipping our adults with
skills relevant for global and national standards and enhancing the opportunities or social mobility.
Like Punjabi culture, Punjabi Language is also composite in nature. It's not merely a language, but the
life-line of inter-disciplinary studies in the present global scenario, as it is a fast growing subject being
studied and offered as a major subject in the higher ranking educational institutions especially of north
India and abroad also. In view of it the proposed course is developed with the aims to equip the
students with the linguistic, language and literary skills, for meeting the growing demand of this
discipline and promoting skill based education. The proposed course will facilitate self-discovery in
the minds of students and will ensure their enthusiastic for effective participation in responding to the
needs & challenges of society. The course is prepared with the objectives to enable students in
developing skills and competencies needed for meeting the challenges being faced by our present
society and requisite essential demand of harmony among human society, as well as, for his/her self-
growth effectively. Therefore, this syllabus, which can be opted by the other Punjabi departments of
different universities, where teaching of Punjabi is being imparted. This syllabus has been designed
while keeping in mind the changing nature of the society, demand of the language skills to be carried
within the form of competencies by the students to understand and respond to the same efficiently and
effectively. B.A.(Hons.) Punjabi programme is a unique one as it consists range of courses, which help
one to understand human values through the rich cultural heritage of the language. As we are aware of
the fact that a language is the method of human communication, either spoken or written, consisting of
the use of words in a well structured and conventional ways. It is important to mention here that before
the partition took place in 1947 A.D. Punjabi was the major language of all the Punjabies living in the
undivided Punjab. Till date, it is one of the major languages of Eastern & Western Punjab. It is also
important to note that this language is being written in more than one scripts. In Eastern Punjab
(including other states of India), Punjabi is being written in 'Gurmukhi' script. Whereas, in Western
Punjab (i.e. in Pakistan), this language is being written in Persian script (i.e. from left to right), which
is known as 'Shahmukhi'. Besides, these two nations, this language is being spoken all over the world
by the Punjabi Daispora. In addition to this, it is also pertinent to mention that Punjabi language is one
of the 22 Indian languages, which have got recognition in the eighth schedule of Constitution. In
addition to language, literature & culture, skill based components have also been given adequate space
here, to maintain required equity, efficiency and academic excellence and also to meet and deal the
global challenges.

LEARNING OUTCOME BASED APPROACH TO CURRICULUM

AIMS OF BACHELOR DEGREE PROGRAMME IN (CBCS) B.A. (HONS.)
PUNJABI LOCE

This proposed programme is designed to inculcate and equip the students with three major
components, they are : Punjabi language, literature and culture. All of these components are
impregnated with secular heritage. With these, a student not only becomes a responsible civilian, but
also will be well equipped to meet the challenges of globalization. For imparting language skills,
especially, there are units for imparting education in functional language skills, there are through
language teaching modes and by holding spoken language symposiums and interpretation sessions.
Punjabi literature, which is spread over more than one thousand years and has various Pakistani &
Daisporic dimensions, is culturally very rich. It is quite competent to answer the questions being raised
from time to time. This curriculum is sufficient to help the students, in enhancing their knowledge
pertaining to language, literature & culture.
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NATURE AND EXTENT OF THE B.A./B.SC./B.COM PROGRAMME

B.A. (Hons.) programme is designed to equip the students with the skills, related to Punjabi language,
literature & culture. Discipline papers have been designed in such a manner, so that, students should
come to know the various developments & changes took place in Punjabi language, literature &
culture at all levels. They have the capacity to equip the students with requisite information on
language, literature & culture upto the latest development, as well as, to meet the usual demands in the
employment sector.

GUADUATE ATTRIBUTES IN SUBJECT

DISCIPLINARY KNOWLEDGE: The graduates demonstrate discipline-specific knowledge and
skills and it has the ability to apply current knowledge of the discipline to professional situations and
also analyses and critically evaluates multiple perspectives.

COMMUNICATION SKILLS: This program has courses specially designed to strengthen the
communication skills of a graduate. Being a language program it provides a chance to equip a graduate
with all aspects of communication skill.

CRITICAL THINKING: The course are designed in a way to accommodate a graduate with critical
thinking by making him learn to critically evaluate arguments, assumptions, abstract concepts to make
judgements, and to frame appropriate questions to achieve a solution or identify a range of solutions to
a problem.

PROBLEM SOLVING: For effective problem solving efficiency graduates are taught to mange
learning tasks independently, professionally and ethically.

ANALYTICAL REASONING: Analytical reasoning attribute is developed in the graduates through
teaching different units of a course contents like prose and poetry.

RESEARCH-RELATED SKILLS: The graduates get to know research related skills through the
assignments and term papers on completion of each course.

COOPERATION/TEAM WORK: Knowing the language as a team is an essential part of learning a
language and its literature. Graduates are encouraged to discuss different aspects of a language as a
team.

SCIENTIFIC REASONS: Language learning is supplement to scientific reasoning as it is difficult to
learn language without scientific reasoning. All the languages are classified and categorized according
to scientific findings. Graduates are made to learn linguistic approach to a language.

REFLECTIVE THINKING: Reflective thinking helps to determine a graduate's strengths and
weakness by allowing them to question values and beliefs, challenge assumptions, recognize biases,
acknowledge fears and find areas of improvement.

INFORMATION/DIGITAL LITERACY: ICT enabled teaching methods enables a graduate
towards information/ digital literacy. Language learning using information technology proved very
beneficial for students.

SELF-DIRECTED LEARNING: To encourage a graduate to self-directing learning, it is suggested
to develop various skills and attitudes towards learning for successful independent study and set
learning goals of a particular course. Students need to understand themselves as learners in order to
understand their needs as self-directed learning students.

MULTICULTURAL COMPETENCE: To maintain cultural diversity students are encouraged to
create an environment of multicultural competence because learning a new language builds cultural
competence and tolerance. Language is considered a bridge to cross cultural understanding.

MORAL AND ETHICAL AWARENESS/REASONING: Moral and ethical awareness is generally
spread by two traditions one is oral and other is written. Punjabi language in particular is full of
materials related to moral and ethical awareness.
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LEADERSHIP READINESS/QUALITIES: The concept of Globalization created the need to learn a
second or third language. Being multi lingual enhances a students leadership qualities. Punjabi often
called "sweet language" and its rich vocabulary in Indian languages provides an opportunity to
enhance one's leadership readiness/quality.

LIFELONG LEARNING: The term "life-long learners", created by Leslie Watkins recognizes that
learning is not confined to childhood or the classroom but takes place throughout life and in a range of
situations. Language learning is a lifelong process and the same is with Punjabi language and its
literature. When a graduate learns a language, naturally he/she go through its literature also.

QUALIFICATION DESCRIPTION:

B.A. (Hons.) Punjabi, B.A. and B.Com Programme syllabi have been designed and structured in a
significant way. They are competent to equip the students obtaining allround knowledge related to
Punjabi language, literature and culture, which is rooted in the span period of more than one thousand
years. After completeing the syllabi, students will be able to qualify bachelor degree from the
university meaningfully. As, they will be equipped with the comprehensive theoretical and skill based
knowledge pertaining to Indian Punjabi literature, Pakistani Punjabi literature and diasporic Punjabi
literature etc.. Components related to Comparative Literature, World Literature, Inter-discipilenary
approachs will enrich their vision to understand the world in a more sophisticated way. Besides all this,
they will be provided sufficient knowledge and skill of allied areas and employment generating
disciplines, such as, media, theatre, translation, lexicography and film making technology etc.

PROGRAMME LEARNING OUTCOME IN COURSE:

This proposed programme is designed to inculcate and equip the students with three major components
of Punjabi Language, Literature and Culture, which include the Punjabi culture, the vital portion of our
secular heritage. With these, a student not only become a responsible civilian but also well equipped to
meet the growing demand of this language in south Asian studies which is becoming a fast growing
discipline in many major universities at the World level.

TEACHING-LEARNING PROCESS:

For imparting language skills especially, there are units for imparting education in functional language
through teaching modes, like practical classes in language and holding spoken language symposiums
and interpretations sessions.

ASSESSMENT METHOD

A variety of assessment methods will be used to assess progress towards the course/programme
learning outcomes by using the following: Time-constrained examinations; problem based
assignments; practical assignment; observation of practical skills; individual/team project reports; oral
presentations; computerised adaptive testing; peer and self-assessment etc. and any other pedagogic
approaches as per the context.
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CHOICE BASED CREDIT SYSTEM (CBCS):

The CBCS provides an opportunity for the students to choose courses from the prescribed courses
comprising core, elective/minor or skill based courses. The courses can be evaluated following the
grading system, which is considered to be better than the conventional marks system. Therefore, it is
necessary to introduce uniform grading system in the entire higher education in India. This will benefit
the students to move across institutions within India to begin with and across countries. The uniform
grading system will also enable potential employers in assessing the performance of the candidates. In
order to bring uniformity in evaluation system and computation of the Cumulative Grade Point
Average (CGPA) based on student’s performance in examinations, the UGC has formulated the
guidelines to be followed.

OUTLINE OF CHOICE BASED CREDIT SYSTEM:

1. CORE COURSE: A course, which should compulsorily be studied by a candidate as a core
requirement is termed as a Core course.

2. ELECTIVE COURSE: Generally a course which can be chosen from a pool of courses and
which may be very specific or specialized or advanced or supportive to the discipline/ subject of
study or which provides an extended scope or which enables an exposure to some other
discipline/subject/domain or nurtures the candidate’s proficiency/skill is called an Elective
Course.

2.1 DISCIPLINE SPECIFIC ELECTIVE (DSE) COURSE: Elective courses may be offered
by the main discipline/subject of study is referred to as Discipline Specific Elective. The
University/Institute may also offer discipline related Elective courses of interdisciplinary
nature (to be offered by main discipline/subject of study).

2.2 DISSERTATION/PROJECT: An elective course designed to acquire special/advanced
knowledge, such as supplement study/support study to a project work, and a candidate studies
such a course on his own with an advisory support by a teacher/faculty member is called
dissertation/project.

2.3 GENERIC ELECTIVE (GE) COURSE: An elective course chosen generally from an
unrelated discipline/subject, with an intention to seek exposure is called a Generic Elective.
P.S.: A core course offered in a discipline/subject may be treated as an elective by other
discipline/subject and vice versa and such electives may also be referred to as Generic
Elective.

3. ABILITY ENHANCEMENT COURSES (AEC)/)COMPETENCY IMPROVEMENT
COURSES/SKILL DEVELOPMENT COURSES/FOUNDATION COURSE: The Ability
Enhancement (AE) Courses may be of two kinds: AE Compulsory Course (AECC) and AE
Elective Course (AEEC). “AECC” courses are the courses based upon the content that leads to
Knowledge enhancement. They ((i) Environmental Science, (ii) English/MIL Communication) are
mandatory for all disciplines. AEEC courses are value-based and/or skill-based and are aimed at
providing hands-on-training, competencies, skills, etc.

3.1 AE  COMPULSORY COURSE (AECC): Environmental Science, English
Communication/MIL Communication.

3.2 AE ELECTIVE COURSE (AEEC): These courses may be chosen from a pool of courses
designed to provide value-based and/or skill-based instruction.

PROJECT WORK/DISSERTATION is considered as a special course involving application
of knowledge in solving / analyzing /exploring a real life situation / difficult problem. A
Project/Dissertation work would be of 6 credits. A Project/Dissertation work may be given in lieu of a
discipline specific elective paper.
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IMPLEMENTATION:

1.

The CBCS may be implemented in Central/State Universities subject to the condition that all
the stakeholders agree to common minimum syllabi of the core papers and at least follow
common minimum curriculum as fixed by the UGC. The allowed deviation from the syllabi
being 20 % at the maximum.

The universities may be allowed to finally design their own syllabi for the core and elective
papers subject to point no. 1. UGC may prepare a list of elective papers but the universities
may further add to the list of elective papers they want to offer as per the facilities available.
Number of Core papers for all Universities has to be same for both UG Honors as well as UG
Program.

Credit score earned by a student for any elective paper has to be included in the student’s
overall score tally irrespective of whether the paper is offered by the parent university (degree
awarding university/institute) or not.

For the introduction of AE Courses, they may be divided into two categories:

a) AE Compulsory Courses: The universities participating in CBCS system may have
common curriculum for these papers. There may be one paper each in the 1% two
semesters viz. (i) English/MIL Communication, (ii) Environmental Science.

b) AE Elective Courses: The universities may decide the papers they may want to offer
from a common pool of papers decided by UGC or the universities may choose such
papers themselves in addition to the list suggested by UGC. The universities may offer
one paper per semester for these courses.

The university/Institute may plan the number of seats per elective paper as per the facility and
infrastructure available.

An undergraduate degree with honours in a discipline may be awarded if a student completes
14 core papers in that discipline, 2AECompulsory Courses, minimum 2AE Elective Courses
and 4 papers each from a list of discipline specific elective and generic elective papers
respectively.

An undergraduate program degree may be awarded if a student completes 4 core papers each in
three disciplines of choice, 2AE Compulsory Courses, minimum 4AE Elective Courses and 2
papers each from a list of discipline specific elective papers based on three disciplines of
choice selected above, respectively.

The credit(s) for each theory paper/practical/tutorial/project/dissertation will be as per the
details given in A, B, C, D for B.Sc. Honours, B.A./B.Com. Honours, B.Sc. Program and
B.A./B.Com. Program, respectively.

10. The Universities/Institutes may offer any number of choices of papers from different disciplines
under Generic Elective and Discipline Specific Elective as per the availability of the
courses/faculty.

11. Universities/Institutes should evolve a system/policy about Extra Curricular Activities/ General
Interest and Hobby Courses/Sports/NCC/NSS/related courses on its own.

12. A student can opt for more number of Elective and AE Elective papers than proposed under the
model curriculum of UGC. However the total credit score earned will not exceed 160 credits for
UG Honours and 140 credits for UG Program degree.

13. The new scheme of UG courses should be given due consideration while framing the admission
eligibility requirement for PG/ Technical courses in Indian Universities/Institutions to ensure that
students following inter and multi-disciplinary format under CBCS are not at a disadvantage. It
may be suggested that obtaining 24 credits in a particular discipline may be considered as the
minimum eligibility requirement for admission to PG/ Technical courses in Indian
Universities/Institutions.

Conversion of credit(s) into grade(s): The following illustrations could be taken as an example for
computing SGPA and CGPA from credits for Honours courses in all disciplines, degree Program
courses in Science subjects and degree Program courses in Humanities, Social Sciences and
Commerce subjects:

1. A student obtaining Grade F shall be considered failed and will be required to reappear in the
examination.

2. For non credit courses ‘Satisfactory’ or “Unsatisfactory’ shall be indicated instead of the letter
grade and this will not be counted for the computation of SGPA/CGPA.

3. The Universities can decide on the grade or percentage of marks required to pass in a course and
also the CGPA required to qualify for a degree taking into consideration the recommendations of
the statutory professional councils such as AICTE, MCI, BCI, NCTE etc.,

4. The statutory requirement for eligibility to enter as assistant professor in colleges and universities
in the disciplines of arts, science, commerce etc., is a minimum average mark of 50% and 55% in
relevant postgraduate degree respectively for reserved and general category. Hence, it is
recommended that the cut-off marks for grade B shall not be less than 50% and for grade B+, it
should not be less than 55% under the absolute grading system. Similarly cut-off marks shall be
fixed for grade B and B+ based on the recommendation of the statutory bodies (AICTE, NCTE
etc.,) of the relevant disciplines.

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Key Words:

1. Academic Year: Two consecutive (one odd + one even) semesters constitute one academic year.

2. Choice Based Credit System (CBCS): The CBCS provides choice for students to select from the
prescribed courses (core, elective or minor or soft skill courses).

3. Course: Usually referred to, as ‘papers’ is a component of a programme. All courses need not carry
the same weight. The courses should define learning objectives and learning outcomes. A course may
be designed to comprise lectures/ tutorials/laboratory work/ field work/ outreach activities/ project
work/ vocational training/viva/ seminars/ term papers/assignments/ presentations/ self-study etc. or a
combination of some of these.

4. Credit Based Semester System (CBSS): Under the CBSS, the requirement for awarding a degree
or diploma or certificate is prescribed in terms of number of credits to be completed by the students.

5. Credit Point: It is the product of grade point and number of credits for a course.

6. Credit: A unit by which the course work is measured. It determines the number of hours of
instructions required per week. One credit is equivalent to one hour of teaching (lecture or tutorial) or
two hours of practical work/field work per week.

7. Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA): It is a measure of overall cumulative performance of a
student over all semesters. The CGPA is the ratio of total credit points secured by a student in various
courses in all semesters and the sum of the total credits of all courses in all the semesters. It is
expressed up to two decimal places.

8. Grade Point: It is a numerical weight allotted to each letter grade on a 10-point scale.

9. Letter Grade: It is an index of the performance of students in a said course. Grades are denoted by
letters O, A+, A, B+, B, C, P and F.

10. Programme: An educational programme leading to award of a Degree, diploma or certificate.

11. Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA): It is a measure of performance of work done in a
semester. It is ratio of total credit points secured by a student in various courses registered in a
semester and the total course credits taken during that semester. It shall be expressed up to two decimal
places.

12. Semester: Each semester will consist of 15-18 weeks of academic work equivalent to 90\ actual
teaching days. The odd semester may be scheduled from July to December and even semester from
January to June.

13. Transcript or Grade Card or Certificate: Based on the grades earned, a grade certificate shall be
issued to all the registered students after every semester. The grade certificate will display the course
details (code, title, number of credits, grade secured) along with SGPA of that semester and CGPA

earned till that semester.
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
