RULES

A. General Rules
1. The decision of the Judges will be final and binding on all.
2. Government, Public, and Khalsa Schools will compete within their
specific category.
3. Participants should wear badges inscribed with their name and class.
They should also carry a placard indicating the name of their institution.

B. Rules for Bani Competition:

1. Each team shall consist of two participants.

C. Rules for Declamation Competition:

1. Time limit for each participant will be 3-5 minutes.
2. Only one team from one institution at each level will be allowed.
3. Participants can speak in English/Hindi/Punjabi.

D. Rules for Kirtan Competition:

One team from one institution for each level.

Each team will consist of 5-10 members, including accompanists.
Each team will present one Shabad only.

Maximum time limit for each team will be 6-8 minutes.
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PRIZES

1. Trophies shall be awarded to the teams that stand 1%, 2", and 3",
However, trophies to the teams that come 2™ and 3™ will be awarded
only if there are a minimum of five teams participating.

2. Individual Prizes will be awarded to three best participants in each
segment of Bani and Declamation contests. Consolation Prizes may also
be given.
